 The Virginia Charolais Association’s “Cattleman’s Kind” Sale was held on April 20
th
, 2007 

in conjunction with the Virginia Beef Expo in Harrisonburg, VA. While consignments were down, 
the quality was strong as well as demand for the 18 Lots presented to buyers. 
 
 Topping the sale was “VPI Mikado 533R”, a 9/15/05 daughter of “LT Easy Pro 1158 
PLD”. The Virginia Tech consignment sold safe to “M6 Grid Maker” to Jerry Golding, Richmond, 
VA at $2,900.00. Golding also selected the 2

 top-selling bred heifer from Crews Farms. “CF 

Lady Drive 865 PLD”, a 5/10/05 daughter of “SF Cir Duke 748 PLD” sold safe too “KC Duke 005 
PET” at $1,900.00 
 
 In the fall pairs divion, Grandview Farms, Amherst, VA, sold “GF Tash Julia Ann”, a 
9/13/00 daughter of “GF Mac 112 Tash” safe in calf to NRF “Wyoming Wind 326 PET” to Jerry 
Golding, Richmond, VA at $1,800.00.
